Dear friends,

Today in the gospel Jesus returns to his home town of Nazareth. The townspeople are astonished at his
teaching. They ask: ‘ is not this the carpenter’s son? We know his parents. Where did he receive this
teaching?’ They reject him solely on this evidence alone: familiarity. Surely the very reason Jesus’ ministry
among his own people was so significant was because he was calling them out of their prejudices and fears to
fully become the sons and daughters of a loving God.

The reason Jesus could work no miracle there was because of their lack of faith. St. Mark goes to great
lengths to tell us that faith is a prerequisite for Jesus to perform a miracle.

We have to be careful that we do not fall into the same trap. There can be a tendency for us to reflect the
saying of the American author Mark Twain who said: ‘familiarity breeds contempt.” Faith, opens us to the
possibility of how God may be working in and through other human beings to bring about his salvation for all

people.

Let us work together to see the place of God’s message in our lives, and give thanks for the ways in which he
speaks to us through the generosity and faith of others.
