The other way by which we will 
celebrate our 70th Anniversary is 
by our Parish Grand Trivia night 
on Saturday 3 November!  
 
Having consulted our Parish 
Pastoral Council and our Parish 
Finance Committee, the monies 
that we raise on this occasion will be at the service of  
renewing and extending the carpark asphalting 
outside the entrance to the church. This will enable 
more car parking, enhance the entrance  to the church 
and address some of the WHS issues that we currently 
have on the approach to the church.  
 
Through your generosity on 3 November we will be 
able to undertake this improvement early in 2019! 

For nearly 70 years, our Parish has been the owner of a 
magnificent bell, caste in Dublin. It was initially 
intended that the bell would hang in our brick bell 
tower that was designed to be entered from the 
eastern side of the church. You can see the archway in 
the brickwork where this tower was originally 
designed. When our church was built the funds were 
not there to complete the tower, and so our bell sat on 
the ground for many, many years. It has quite the 
history, being stolen at some stage and then being 
used by St Leo’s College. Now, through the 
architectural genius of Peter Georgiades and the  
remarkable generosity of the Sullivan Family, our 
Parish bell will rise from the ground and proudly hang 
in our Parish garden to be seen always, and heard on 
special occasions.  The design of the construction is in 
the form of an Arch that mirrors the archways of the 
French doors outside our History Gallery and sunroom, 
the arches of the church windows and the arches of 
our Portico.  Construction is well underway and work 
has begun on creating the foundations for the bell, 
ahead of our celebration on Sunday 28 October.
