Dear friends, 
 
As we begin the season of Lent with Ash Wednesday the readings are a timely reminder to us to: ‘turn away from sin 
and be faithful to the Gospel.’ More importantly, the time to do that is ‘now.’  We know that the present is all we have, 
and in his St. Paul letter to the Corinthians (5: 20-6:2) he says:  ‘at the favourable time, I have listened to you: on the 
day of salvation I came to your help. Well, now is the day of salvation.’  Further to this urgent call are the words of the 
prophet Joel (2:12-18):  ‘ Now, now-it is the Lord who speaks- come back to me with all your heart, fasting weeping, 
mourning. Let your hearts be broken, not your garments torn.’ 
 
Lent is our opportunity for a change of heart, the favourable time to change our habits and our ways of acting that lead 
us away from the now, by trying to deny the presence of God’s love in our lives. 
 
Like Jesus in this Sunday’s gospel from Matthew (4:1-11) we are all tempted to sin, but Jesus shows us that another 
way is possible: we can turn to the love of God dwelling in our hearts.  Jesus rose above the temptations of the devil 
because of the love of the Father dwelling within him. 
 
Of course the foundations to help us during this time are: prayer, fasting and almsgiving. Through prayer we enter into 
a deeper relationship with God, as Jesus did during his forty days in the desert.  
 
Fasting, helps us unite ourselves with Jesus by denying ourselves some food or drink which in turn connects us with 
those who go hungry each day. Finally, we are called to give alms, or offerings to help those who struggle to provide 
shelter, food or clothing for their families. Project Compassion is a good way for us to do this, as the giving box or 
envelopes remind us to donate something each day for the welfare of others. 
 
Lent is a time for us individually and communally to convert our hearts to the Lord, because now is the favourable 
time, today is the day of our salvation.
