Remember Christmas 

 is not just day but a season. 

The Christmas season immediately    
follows Advent. The traditional Twelve Days of Christmas 
begin with Christmas Eve on the evening of December 24 

and continue until the feast of Epiphany. The actual 
Christmas season continues until the 

Feast of the  Baptism of Christ, 
which in the present form of the   
Roman Rite is celebrated on the 
Sunday after January 6, or the     

following Monday if that Sunday is 
Epiphany. 

Solemnity of the Epiphany 

 

Today the Church celebrates the  

Solemnity of the Epiphany. 

“The Lord and ruler is coming;  

kingship is his, and government and 

power.” With these words the Church 

proclaims that today’s feast brings 

to a perfect fulfilment all the  

purposes of Advent. 

 

Epiphany means manifestation. What 

the Church celebrates today is the 

manifestation of our Lord to the 

whole world; after being made known 

to the shepherds of Bethlehem He is 

revealed to the Magi(wisemen) who 

have come from the East to adore 

Him.  Christian tradition has ever 

seen in the Magi the first fruits of 

the Gentiles; they lead in their 

wake all the peoples of the earth, 

and thus the Epiphany is an       

affirmation of universal salvation.—

At Christmas it was a few Shepherds 

that were invited by 

the Angels to go and 

recognize  

THE WORD MADE FLESH; 

but now, at the  

Epiphany, the voice of 

God Himself calls the 

whole world to adore 

 Jesus, and hear Him.
