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The Holy Family of Jesus, Mary & Joseph—Year C

How happy they who dwell in your house, O Lord.
1Sam 1:20-22, 24-28 or Sirach 3: 2-6, 12-14; 1Jn 3:1-2,21-24 or Col 3:12-21; Lk 2: 41-52

One of the more desperate things you see on TV is the
anguished, distraught parents of a child who has ‘gone
[l missing’. Anyone who has temporarily lost their child in
a crowd knows the stabbing pain of uncertainty and fear.

ClE This is real life. This was real life for the Holy Family
whose feast day it is today. Even more real and occurring more often is
the adolescent impatience of Jesus.
Mary: ‘My child, why have you done this to us?’
Jesus: ‘Why were you searching for me?
Did you not know | must be about my father’s business?’
Every parent, bewildered and saddened by the growing up and the
growing distance of a son or daughter, knows what Mary and Joseph must
have felt.
As a youngster moves from childhood to the intuition of a unique identity
which is his or hers alone, it seems inevitable that these gaps in
understanding arise. What was Jesus’ unique role?
How could he, when would he, find the language, the terms, the words
which would best describe his sense of a unique identity?
It was only natural that the young Jesus of Nazareth, being a Jewish
adolescent, would spend three days questioning and discussing with the
custodians of the language of the Jewish tradition in the Temple.
By the time Mary and Joseph found him, he had found the words to
express his unique identity. In this little scene so full of pathos and
heartbreak, we hear the first words of Jesus in the Gospels

‘Did you not know | must be about my Father’s business?’
My Father’s business.
Jesus did not refer to God as ‘Ocean of Being’, ‘Unwavering Light’, or
‘Almighty Lord". He uses the term ‘Father’, a term of relationship, a term in
which he is the Son. This was the unique identity which was his by nature,
and now he had the words for it.

And what was his ‘Father’s business’ which was so engaging for Jesus?
To draw every human being into the same family relationship as He
enjoys. But did you note that it is our privilege to celebrate this realisation
as a community? Only Jesus can say ‘My Father’. We say ‘Our Father'.
We enter into the grace of intimate relationship with God, not as an
atomised individual, but as a person within a society of baptised Christians
— the Church. Social identity, yes. But the life-giving understanding of that
identity happens at a particular time for each person. For most of us, there
is a sort of ‘delayed adolescence’ which can make it hard to integrate this
identity into our conscious lives.
But for all of us, the followers who share Jesus’ family identity, we can
dare to address God in the words which Jesus taught us:

Our Father, who art in heaven, hallowed be thy name.

Thy kingdom come;

Thy will be done on earth, as it is in heaven.

Give us this day our daily bread.

And forgive us our trespasses,

as we forgive those who trespass against us,

and lead us not into temptation, but deliver us from evil.
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Don't cry because lt S over.
it happened. .. ...
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On this Feast of the Holy Family we take time to give
thanks to and for our Faith Family
Having experienced the wonderful and beautifully presented
celebration of Our Saviour's Birth, the talents and gifts (freely given)
by so many in our community, deserve to be publicly acknowledged.
The only difficulty is where to begin and so, in no particular order,
we thank God for His blessings of:
