REFLECTION—Third Sunday of Lent

The readings for this midway point in Lent speak to us of the all-pervading presence of the divine. God's name, revealed in
the first reading from the book of Exodus, is totally identified with divine being. God's existence is revealed in all that is. St
Mary MacKillop expressed this in her insightful words, 'wherever you are, God is'. The psalmist describes the nature of such
divine being as 'compassion and love, slow to anger and rich in mercy.' The parable of the barren fig tree reminds us that
God is patient in waiting for us to bear fruit from the divine giftedness planted within us. It is a parable which calls us to
realise that God's grace is faithfully nurtured in us by tilling the soil of our lives. We are called to respond to this divine care
and generosity by going forth and bearing fruit through our love and generosity to all we encounter.

THE LITURGY OF THE WORD

First Reading Exodus 3:1-8, 13-15 (Year C)

A reading from the book of Exodus

Moses was looking after the flock of Jethro, his father-in-law, priest of Midian. He led his flock to the far side of
the wilderness and came to Horeb, the mountain of God. There the angel of the Lord appeared to him in the shape
of a flame of fire, coming from the middle of a bush. Moses looked; there was the bush blazing but it was not
being burnt up. 'l must go and look at this strange sight,' Moses said 'and see why the bush is not burnt.' Now the
Lord saw him go forward to look, and God called to him from the middle of the bush. 'Moses, Moses!' he said.
'Here I am,' he answered. 'Come no nearer,' he said. 'Take off your shoes, for the place on which you stand is holy
ground. I am the God of your father," he said 'the God of Abraham, the God of Isaac and the God of Jacob.' At this
Moses covered his face, afraid to look at God.

And the Lord said, 'T have seen the miserable state of my people in Egypt. I have heard their appeal to be free of
their slave-drivers. Yes, I am well aware of their sufferings. I mean to deliver them out of the hands of the
Egyptians and bring them up out of that land to a land rich and broad, a land where milk and honey flow.'

Then Moses said to God, 'l am to go, then, to the sons of Israel and say to them, "The God of your fathers has sent
me to you." But if they ask me what his name is, what am [ to tell them?' And God said to Moses, 'I Am who I
Am. This' he added 'is what you must say to the sons of Israel: "The Lord, the God of your fathers, the God of
Abraham, the God of Isaac, and the God of Jacob, has sent me to you." This is my name for all time; by this name
I shall be invoked for all generations to come.'

They were all baptised into Moses in this cloud and in this sea; all ate the same spiritual food and all drank
the same spiritual drink, since they all drank from the spiritual rock that followed them as they went, and that rock
was Christ. In spite of this, most of them failed to please God and their corpses littered the desert.

These things all happened as warnings for us, not to have the wicked lusts for forbidden things that they had. You
must never complain: some of them did, and they were killed by the Destroyer.

All this happened to them as a warning, and it was written down to be a lesson for us who are living at the end of
the age. The man who thinks he is safe must be careful that he does not fall.

Some people arrived and told Jesus about the Galileans whose blood Pilate had mingled with that of their
sacrifices. At this he said to them, 'Do you suppose these Galileans who suffered like that were greater sinners
than any other Galileans? They were not, I tell you. No; but unless you repent you will all perish as they did. Or
those eighteen on whom the tower at Siloam fell and killed them? Do you suppose that they were more guilty than
all the other people living in Jerusalem? They were not, I tell you. No; but unless you repent you will all perish as
they did.'

He told this parable: 'A man had a fig tree planted in his vineyard and he came looking for fruit on it but found
none. He said to the man who looked after the vineyard, "Look here, for three years now I have been coming to
look for fruit on this fig tree and finding none. Cut it down: why should it be taking up the ground?" "Sir," the
man replied "leave it one more year and give me time to dig round it and manure it: it may bear fruit next year; if
not, then you can cut it down."'

DAY 1: TUESDAY 13 MAY 2025 - DEPART
FOR GREECE

DAY 2: WEDNESDAY 14 MAY - ARRIVE
ATHENS

Athens todoy is the thriving capital of Greece,
but, more impartontly, we have entered into
the world of the New Testament where St Poul
and his companions estoblished the first
Christlan communities throughout his four
missionary joumeys.

On arrival in Athens we will be met and
transferred to our centrally located hotel.

DAY 3: THURSDAY 15 MAY - ATHENS AND
ANCIENT CORINTH

Theme: The Athenians & The Corinthions

When St Powl first came to Athens it was
predominantly a aity which worshipped pagan
gods. St Paul wos taken before the city councll
ot the Areopagus Hill, a rough outcrop of
limestone rock from which he preached the
Gospef message to the Athenilan philosophers
{Acts 17:16-21).

We begin our pilgrimage with a tour of
Christian Athens including the Acropolis,
the Areopagus where St Paul delivered his
famous sermon about the identity of “the
Unknown God® (Acts 17:15-34). View the
Ancient Agora and the Plaka (Old Greece)
and explore the Parthenon.

Also see the Kallimarmaro Stadium, dating
back to 3308C and restored for the first
modern Olympic Games held here in 1896.
Journey out to Ancient Corinth this
afternoon where the apostie Paul lived for
almost two years, teaching the people the

Word of God and converting many. Visit
the anclent ruins and see the site where he
preached the Gospel from the Rostrum.
See the Peirene fountain, and the &th
century BC Temple of Apollo before an
outdoor Mass In this stunning pligrimage
setting. Finally, we come to Cenchreae,
the ancient port from where St Paul said
farewell to the believers and departed for
Ephesus (Acts 18:18).

Athens overnight (BD)

DAY 4: FRIDAY 16 MAY - ATHENS TO
KALAMBAKA

This moming we begin our day at the
fascinating Acropolis Museum, built to
house every artefact found on the rock of
the acropolis and the surrounding slopes.
We continue north today to Meteora and
to the small town of Kalambaka bullz at the
foot of the majestic grey rocks.

DAY 5: SATURDAY 17 MAY - METEORA

Theme: The Monastics

We spend some time today marvelling at
this unique phenomenon of nature - 24
perpendicular rocks where 600 years ago
Byzantine monks chose to worship God
and build their Monastic community of
Meteora. We will visit some of these living
monasteries and view the extracrdinary
collection of priceless religious frescoes
and other treasures that will make this a
remarkable vsit.

DAY 6: SUNDAY 18 MAY - KALAMBAKA
TO KAVALA
Theme: The Bereans & The Thessolonions

Today we journey north by coach to
Berea (modem Veria). The “Bema” - an
Impressive monument to Paul - Is believed

to Incorporate the steps from the original
synagogue from which he preached the
gospel to the Jews, who welcomed the word
of God and began to study the Scriptures
(Acts 17:10-12).

Continue on to Thessaloniki, Greece’s
second dity, founded in 315 BC, and where St
Paul preached during the winters of 49-50AD
and wrote the two epistles to the ancient
Thessalonlans. It was here that he established
the first Christian Church in Europe.

Our visit will iInclude the ramparts of the
city, the triumphal Arch of Galerius, as well
as the Rotunda where we can see pleces of
the pulpit from which Paul preached. View
the Roman Agora where he also preached.
Nearby we shall visit St Demetrios’
Church dedicated to a Roman soldier who
converted to Christianity and was later
martyred. View its valuable mosaics and
frescoes before descending into the crypt
where we find the remains of some ancdent
Roman baths and streets.

Continue east along the ancient route

of the Apostle Paul to the port city of
Kavala (ancient Neapolis), once named
“Christoupolis” after being the first
European city to accept Christianity. It was
here that St Paul, St Timothy and St Silas
first landed from Troas (Acts 16:11), one
of the great moments in the history of
Christianity in Europe.

DAY 7: MONDAY 19 MAY - PHILIPPI
Theme: The Philippians

Artse and journey along the ancient route of
the Apostle Paul to nearby Philippi, named
after Philip 11, father of Alexander the

Great. It was here that St Paul won his first
European convert, a woman named Lydia,
from the city of Thyatira (Acts 16:12-40).
Viait the Baptistery of Lydia for a beautifiul
outdoor Mass on the River Zygaktis



and renew our Baptismal wows. Visit the
marketplace (where 5t Faul and 5 Slas
weere brought before the rulers) and the
distern which tradition ideniifies as the place
wihera 5t Faul was imprisoned. in the ancient
theatre we wil haar the story of Pauls arrest,
imprisonment, and miraculous release.

On arrival we will be
transferred directly to the Athenian port of
Firaeus to embark our boat transfer to the
Dodecanese lsland of Patmos, where 5t John
the Beloved wrote the Book of Rewalation.

DAY 9 WEDMESDAY 21 MAY - PATMODS DAY
Theme: The Patmosians

Lying bepaesn the slands of Leros and
lkaria ks the ‘ascetic shaped’ Patmos, called
the Jerusalern of the Aegean’ due to the
owerwhielming atmosphere of the island
during the great celebrations of Christianity.

We begin our day with a walking tour of the
main square of the village of Chora. This

is the traditicnal settlement and capital of
Fatmos, where the narmow strests were
diasigned to ward off pirates over the
centuries. Ascend to the Monastery of

5t Johin the Beloved, a huge fortress-like
busilding datimg from the 11th century, for a
wvisit and celebration of Mass.

Cwr exploration of this lkdng monasterny will
culminate with time in the actual Cave of
Revelation where God chose to reveal to
5t John the mysteries of the last book of the
Bible - the Apocalypss.

The cave is now ait the foot of the monastery,
wihich houses priceless icons and

manuscripes, sacred relics, and vestmeants
embroided with sikver or gold threads and
bejeweled with precious stomnes.

Later continue to the active Convent of
Evangelismos (Annunciation) built by

thee hieromonk Mikiphoros who was oured
from the plague after praying to 5 Luke the
Evangelist. Visit the Convent of Zoodochos
Pigi with icons dating from the 16th to the
18th century. Fimally, we will emjoy a short
scenic towr of the island.

Celsus, the enormous amphitheatre (Acts
1929-31), and finally come to the ruins of
the Christian Basilica where the Third
Boumenical Council took place in 43140, and
whera Our Lady was proclaimed “hother of
God”, We ascend the hill to the House of the
Virgin Mary where it is sad Mary spent the
later years of her life. We celebrate our group
Mass here in one of the chapels. Finally, we
wisit the restored remains of the Gth century
Basilica of 5t john at Celouk where a small
church was originally built over the tomb of
5 john the Evangelist.

DAY 1: WEDNESDAY 01 OCTOBER - ARRIVE
ROME

Welcome to Italy! On arrival at Rome airport,
please make your way to the group hotel where

this evening we will enjoy our first group dinner.

Rome overnight (D)

DAY 2: THURSDAY 02 OCTOBER - ROMETO
ASSISI

This morning we will travel north to the
pilgrimage centre of Assisi, where St Frands

tended the poor and sick and founded the
Frandiscan Order.

We will visit the Basilica of St Mary of the
Angels down on the plains where St Francis
spent most of his life. Here we will see the
Portiuncula (meaning ‘small portion of land’)
where St Franads returned for prayer, the
thornless rose bush, and the chapel where he
died in 1226. On Palm Sunday 1211, Francds
received in this church Clare of Assisi and
dedicated her to the Lord.

Assisi overnight (BD)

DAY 3: FRIDAY 03 OCTOBER - ASSISI

This morning we awake to the sound of

chapel bells, cobblestone footsteps and the
tangible spirit of St Frands preserved within the
medieval walls of this holy town.

Our day begins with Mass and a guided
exploration of the buzzing Basilica of St Francis
which occupies the entire western end of the
upper town. Construction began in 1228, just
two years after the death of Francis and was
finally completed in 1250. The Upper Basilica
houses the famous fresco cycle of the life of
St Francis, historically attributed to Giotto.
Wander through the marvels of the Upper
Basilica before our tour descends to the crypt
of the Lower Basilica where Francis was laid in

1230 and where we will take some time to seek
the intercession of this spiritual legend.

We then walk to the Church of Santa Maria
Maggiore - Sanctuary of the Spogliazione,
where we are blessed with the opportunity to
visit and pray at the tomb of Blessed Carlo
Acutis - a young Catholic from ltaly with a
passionate devotion to the Real Presence

of Jesus in the Eucharist and an aptitude for
computer programming. From the ages of 12to
14, he designed a website cataloguing Eucharistic
miracles that have occurred around the world,
which he launched in 2005. He died of leukemia
a year later at the age of 15, offering his suffering
for the pope and for the Church.

Onto the Church of San Damiano and the
actual chapel where it all began when the voice
of Christ spoke to Francis in the year 1205
(some may prefer to approach by foot down the
hillside path in the spirit of St Francis). Adjacent
to the chapel we find the first monastery of

the Order of St Clare where Clare built her
community in close friendship with Francis.

Our day concludes with a visit to the Hermitage
(Eremo delle Carceri), an oasis of peace and
tranquillity in the woods built on the site of a
simple cave where St Francis often withdrew

to spend many hours in prayer. The cave and
the Chapel of Our Lady are preserved in the
Hermitage grounds.

An (optional) opportunity presents itself before
dinner to attend Veespers in the Basilica of

St Clare and listen to the angelic voices of the
Poor Clare nuns. Housed in this church is the
famous crucifix from which Jesus spoke to

St Franads.

Assisi overnight (BD)

DAY 4: SATURDAY 04 OCTOBER - ASSISI VIA
ORVIETO TO ROME

We farewell Assisi and journey south to the
amazing medieval town of Orvieto with its
Duomo (Cathedral), which has one of the
world's most famous facades. The feast

of the Body of Christ (Corpus Christi) was

first proclaimed here in 1263 following the
Eucharistic Miracle of Bolsena. We celebrate
Eucharist in the chapel where the sacred cloth

from that event is preserved and enjoy a spedal
visit to the Signorelli Chapel.

After our visit we then travel on to Rome, the
Eternal City, rich in the traditions of our Church.

Rome overnight (BD)

DAY 5: SUNDAY 05 OCTOBER - ROME:
CHRISTIAN MARTYRS
The jubilee Year is a time for the faithful to
renew their commitment and strengthen their
relationship with God. It is also a time for Catholics
to come together as a community and to celebrate
their faith. The 2025 Jubilee Year is sure to be
a memorable and meaningful event for people
around the world, to be blessed and refreshed for
the mission that lies before us.
Some of the spiritual activities that pilgrims are
encouraged to participate in during our time in
Rome are:

» Attend Mass and receive the Eucharist

* Moke a pilgrimage to the many shrines and holy

sites in Rome

* Pray for forgiveness

* Renew our commitment to our faith

» Strengthen our refationship with God

* Come together as a community and celebrate

our faith

Following Mass this morning we will proceed
to St Peters Square where the Holy Father is
expected to pray the Angelus with pilgrims
from around the world (subject to the Pope’s
presence in Rome).
This afternoon we enter into the most visited
attraction in Rome - the Colosseum. In 1749,
Pope Benedict XIV dedlared the Colosseumn
a sacred site, as it was a place where early
Christians had been martyred. View also the
Circus Maximus and the Roman Forum
en route.

DAY 6: MONDAY 06 OCTOBER - ROME:
THE VATICAN & MAJOR BASILICAS
Commence our pigrimage with a spectacular
Mass at St Peter’s Basilica before coming to
the nearby Vatican Museums. Wander the
spectacular chambers leading to the Sistine

St john Paul Ii St Peter

Chapel to view Michelangelo's masterpieces,
induding the magnificent fresco of the Last
Judgment. Continue through to the awe-inspiring
St Peter’s Basilica, the largest church in the world
for an informative exploration. Our guided tour
will feature among other highlights Michelangelo's
stunning Pieta, the tomb of Pope St John Paul i,
the great Confessional and the Crypt containing
the tombs of several Popes.

In the afternoon, visit the impressive St Mary
Major Basilica. Onwards to the Basilica of

St John in Lateran (First Papal residence) and
the adjacent Holy Stairs brought from Jerusalem
to Rome in 326AD by St Helena (as a favourite
of pilgrims, these steps may only be ascended
on the knees). Visit the Basilica of Santa

Croce in Gerusalemme with its extraordinary
collection of relics from the Holy Land.

Rome overnight (8D)

DAY 7: TUESDAY 07 OCTOBER - ROME:
ST PAUL'S & THE CATACOMBS

Journey this morning out to the majestic
Basilica of St Paul Outside the Walls. Originally
consecrated in 324, the saint’s tomb is visible
now under the Papal Altar. We will celebrate a
wonderful Mass here as a special tribute to the
Church’s greatest evangelist.

Continue then along the ancient Appian Way,
the oldest road from Roman times to the
ancient Catacombs for a memorable guided
tour to marvel at these underground burial
tunnels for Christians and Hebrews. On the
way, drive by Domine Quo Vadis - the chapel
that stands at the site where, according to
tradition, St Peter met Christ when he fled from
Rome to escape martyrdom.
